The BID communicates reqularly
with businesses through its website

Facilities and benefits

The BID has funded seven public
access defibrillators, available 24/7 at
key locations across the Southern and
Western Business Areas to enhance
public safety and support emergency
response. Reqular life-saving
awareness courses are also funded
and delivered in partnership with the
ambulance service.
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A safe and secure working
environment

The BID funds the installation and
monitoring of CCTV and Automatic
Number Plate Recognition (ANPR)
systems across the BID area to help

keep businesses, staff, and visitors safe.

The BID works closely with Thames
Valley Palice to share intelligence, raise
concerns, and coordinate effective
responses to local security issues.
Dedicated PCSOs provide visible
patrols and support crime prevention
across the area.

In partnership with Thames Valley
Police, the BID provides access to

the DISC app — an online platform

that enables businesses to share
information about local crime, report
incidents quickly, and receive real-time
security alerts.

New lighting columns have been
installed along Easthampstead

Road and the Mill Lane footpath

and cycleway to improve safety and
remove dark spots. Branch-wrapped
LED lighting has also been funded at
Farleymoor Lake to ensure the area is
well lit during winter months.

Business trading and
networking

Everyone working within the BID
area can access exclusive discounts
and offers at participating Bracknell
businesses through the ‘| Work’
Loyalty Card.

Reqgular networking events are
organised to encourage inter-trading

between businesses and showcase host

organisations’ products and services.

The BID delivers trade exhibitions and
the annual Invest in Bracknell event, in
partnership with UK Property Forums,
featuring expert panels, networking
opportunities, and quided tours of
commercial property.

The BID produces business profiles
highlighting local success stories,
services, and company histories to
increase visibility and awareness
across the area.

Recruitment, training, health
and wellbeing

Annual Job Fairs support BID
businesses by helping attract talent
across all skill and experience levels.
Training courses funded by the BID
include:

Alongside the environmental benefits
of the shuttle bus and cycle scheme,
the BID is developing a shared energy
scheme for businesses within the BID
area.

The BID is also working with ecology
consultants to identify opportunities
to enhance biodiversity.

Planting of over 25,000 bulbs across
roundabouts and green spaces

The BID funds a free shuttle bus
connecting the train station with the
BID area. BID workers can access
the service by presenting their BID
Louyalty Card.
